ACADEMIC COMMITTEE OF THE DOCTORAL PROGRAMME IN MATHEMATICS AND COMPUTER SCIENCE
Article 29. The designation of the thesis tutor 

1. When the student is admitted to the doctoral programme, the academic committee assigns the student a thesis tutor. The thesis tutor must be a full-time lecturer or researcher at the University of Barcelona who is associated with the doctoral programme and who has supervised at least one doctoral thesis. 

2. The thesis tutor is responsible for liaising between the doctoral student and the academic committee. 

3. The academic committee may decide, at any moment during the programme and in response to an application made by the doctoral student or the thesis tutor, that there is due cause for assigning the student a new thesis tutor. 

(....) 

Article 30. The designation of the thesis supervisor 

1. The thesis supervisor is responsible for ensuring that the student’s training activities are conducted within the scope of the student’s line of research and that their thesis can make an original and innovative contribution to their field of study. The thesis supervisor also guides the student through the development of their research plan and helps the student combine this with other projects and activities that interest them. 

2. When the student is admitted to the doctoral programme, the academic committee assigns the student a thesis supervisor. The thesis supervisor, who may be Spanish or of another nationality, must have a doctoral degree and accredited research experience in the manner set out in Article 2.9 of these Regulations or, where deemed necessary, the accreditation of equivalent merits that demonstrate that their research area is compatible with the subject of the doctoral thesis in question. 

3. If the thesis supervisor is associated with the doctoral programme and meets the conditions set out in Paragraph 1 of Article 29, he or she may also be designated the student’s thesis tutor, thus combining the roles of tutor and supervisor. 

4. The academic committee may assign the student two thesis supervisors under the system of supervision known as joint supervision. The committee can choose to do this for the following reasons.
a. For academic reasons, such as the interdisciplinary value of joint supervision, or because under this system the student may participate in a programme being conducted between different institutions at a national or international level. In this case, the academic committee may later revoke its designation of a joint supervisor when and where the system of joint supervision is not deemed beneficial to the development of the thesis.

b.  For reasons of academic policy, specifically to benefit the in-house training of teaching and research staff. In this case, each joint supervisor must have at least the accredited research experience set out in Paragraph 2 of this Article.

c. For reasons of labour policy, specifically the case in which one joint supervisor is due to retire before the end of the period in which the thesis must be completed. 

4 bis. With the academic committee’s approval, the Managing Committee of the Doctoral School may authorise a retired lecturer to co-supervise a doctoral thesis when and where that person can be proven to be academically active, outside the UB, in the student’s research field (publications, participation in conferences, etc.). In all cases, the merits of the retired lecturer must also meet the conditions set out above in 30.2. Under the system of joint supervision only one of the joint supervisors may be retired. 
5. Following upon the circumstances described in Paragraph 4 above, the academic committee may assign the student a third thesis supervisor when there is a joint supervision agreement or international agreement with a foreign university or research centre to have a thesis supervisor for each participating institution. The academic committee may also assign a third supervisor, in either the first or the second academic year of the programme, when they deem this to be necessary for scientific reasons and when and where this joint supervisor does not belong to the same department, organism, faculty, institution or public, private, state or foreign organisation conducting R&D activities. 

6. With due cause and at the behest of the doctoral student or thesis supervisor, the academic committee may choose to modify the appointment of thesis supervisors at any moment during the doctoral programme.
