All doctoral thesis authors have the right to obtain protection under copyright law and may exercise this right as they see fit. Upon depositing your thesis in the University of Barcelona’s Digital Repository and in the cooperative repository Tesis Doctorals en Xarxa (TDX), you may authorise its dissemination in one of the following ways:


1. Retaining all of the rights provided by copyright law (“All rights reserved”). Anyone wishing to reproduce or disseminate the thesis must request your explicit permission, except where the law allows otherwise (e.g., author’s private use, citation or certain educational or research purposes).


2. Retaining some of the rights provided by copyright law by using a Creative Commons (CC) license. This international system of licenses allows others to reproduce, distribute and disseminate your thesis while recognising your authorship. By choosing one of its licenses, you allow others to make certain uses of your work without having to ask you in person. CC licenses are free of charge and the organisation does not require licensors to register their thesis in a CC repository.

The CC organisation currently offers the following six licenses.
· Attribution (CC BY). This lets others distribute, remix, adapt, and build upon your work, even commercially, as long as they credit you for the original creation. This is the most accommodating of licenses offered. Recommended for maximum dissemination and use of licensed materials.

· Attribution-ShareAlike (CC BY-SA). This lets others remix, adapt, and build upon your work even for commercial purposes, as long as they credit you and license their new creations under the identical terms. This license is often compared to “copyleft” free and open source software licenses. All new works based on yours will carry the same license, so any derivatives will also allow commercial use. This is the license used by Wikipedia, and is recommended for materials that would benefit from incorporating content from Wikipedia and similarly licensed projects.
· Attribution-NoDerivs (CC BY-ND). This lets others reuse the work for any purpose, including commercially; however, it cannot be shared with others in adapted form, and credit must be provided to you.
· Attribution-NonCommercial (CC BY-NC). This lets others remix, adapt, and build upon your work non-commercially, and although their new works must also acknowledge you and be non-commercial, they don’t have to license their derivative works on the same terms.
· Attribution-NonCommercial-ShareAlike (CC BY-NC-SA). This lets others remix, adapt, and build upon your work non-commercially, as long as they credit you and license their new creations under the identical terms.
· Attribution-NonCommercial-NoDerivs (CC BY-NC-ND). This is the most restrictive of the six main licenses, only allowing others to download your works and share them with others as long as they credit you, but they can’t change them in any way or use them commercially.
