Article 13. Duration and extensions
1. The doctoral student must establish his/her work schedule, which can be full-time or part-time. It must be requested together with admission, and must be authorized by the academic committee of the doctoral program.

2. The dedication regime is set out in the commitment document and in the research plan.

3. The duration of doctoral studies is a maximum of four years, full-time, or seven years, part-time. When the doctoral student is a person with a degree of disability equal to or greater than 33%, the duration of studies is a maximum of six years, full-time, or nine years, part-time. The duration is counted from the date on which the first registration is formalized to the date on which the deposit of the doctoral thesis is requested .

4. The doctoral student can request the modification of the dedication regime only once to the academic committee of the program, before the end of the term corresponding to the maximum duration of the studies, and as long as the extension has not been authorized. Except for justified reasons, this request must be submitted and resolved before the academic year begins.

5. The following equivalence is established for the change of dedication regime: one full-time academic year is equivalent to two part-time academic years.

6. If the term corresponding to the maximum duration of the studies passes without having requested the deposit of the doctoral thesis, the academic committee of the program may authorize an extension of one more year if the doctoral student requests it .			
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
